Upon receipt of such dividends, an overseas nonresident enterprise shareholder may apply to the competent
tax authorities for relevant treatment under the tax treaties (arrangements) in person or through a proxy or
a withholding agent and provide evidence in support of its status as a beneficial owner as defined in the
tax treaties (arrangements). Upon verification by the competent tax authorities, the difference between the
tax levied and the amount of tax payable as calculated at the tax rate under the tax treaties (arrangements)
will be refunded.

For dividends of the shares listed
on the Hong Kong Stock Exchange received by mainland enterprise investors from investment through the
Shanghai-Hong Kong Stock Connect, H-share companies shall not withhold income tax of dividends, and
mainland enterprise investors shall report and pay the tax amount by themselves. In particular, the dividends
received by resident enterprises in mainland which hold H shares for at least 12 consecutive months shall
be exempted from enterprise income tax according to law.

For dividends of the shares listed on the Hong Kong Stock Exchange received by mainland
securities investment funds from investment through the Shenzhen-Hong Kong Stock Connect, individual
income tax shall be calculated in accordance with the above requirements. For dividends of the shares listed
on the Hong Kong Stock Exchange received by mainland enterprise investors from investment through the
Shenzhen-Hong Kong Stock Connect, H-share companies shall not withhold income tax of dividends, and
mainland enterprise investors shall report and pay the tax amount by themselves. In particular, the dividends
received by resident enterprises in mainland which hold H shares for at least 12 consecutive months could
be exempted from enterprise income tax according to law.

The Shareholders of the Company shall pay the relevant tax and/or are entitled to tax reliefs in accordance
with the above requirements.
